The Museum of Childhood is spread over 4 floors, with the first floor acting like a balcony around the edge of the building, so you can look down over the ground floor central hall with the shop, information desk and Benugo Café. 
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The Museum Childhood is housed in a large Victorian building in east London. It has been on this site since 1872. It has undergone refurbishment（翻修）and reopened in 2006 and an elevator now makes all floors accessible. 
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This is not a quiet place and children are allowed to have fun here. Child safety is extremely important and a member of staff remains by the front door at all times. Also, note the “Code of Behavior” notices, which include: children under 12 must be supervised by an adult; no eating in the galleries and no running. 
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Toy exhibitions are in glass cases and there are plenty of low-level exhibits for younger children to see. The glass cases have lots of thought-inspiring questions on them to encourage discussion between adults and children. 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Photographs are everywhere. They decorate（装饰）the walls of homes and are used in stores for sales of different goods. The news is filled with pictures of fires, floods, and special events. Photos record the beauties of nature. They can also bring things close that are far away. Through photos, people can see wild animals, cities in foreign lands, and even the stars in outer space. Photos also tell stories. 
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Reporting the news through photos is called photojournalism. At times photojournalists tell their stories through a single picture. At other times, they use a group of pictures to tell a story. Each picture is like a chapter（章）in a book, which can do more than record the facts. It can also be a strong force for social change. 
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Jacob Riis was among the first photojournalists. He took pictures of parts of New York City where the poor lived. Riis believed that poverty（贫穷）caused crime, and he used photos to help him prove his point. A few years later, the photos of small children working in factories by Lewis Hine shocked the public. Hine’s pictures helped bring about laws to protect such children. 
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Hundreds of pictures may have to be taken in order to get one or two really good photos. It takes science to have the photo come out clearly and art to make a photo that has a good design and expresses feeling. Photojournalists make an actual record of what they see. A photo, however, can be both a work of art and an actual record. It can record an important event as a beautiful or exciting picture. 
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As historical and artistic documents（文献）,photos can become more important over time. Today photojournalists still have their pictures appear in newspapers and magazines. They also publish（发表）them in books and on the Internet.

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A new study has found no evidence that sunscreen, commonly used to reduce the risk of skin caner, actually increases the risk. 
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Researchers from the University of lows based their findings on a review of 18 earlier studies that looked at the association between sunscreen use and melanoms（黑素瘤）. They said that they found flaws in studies that had reported associations between sunscreen use and higher risk of melanoma. 
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Most health experts believe that by protecting the skin from the harmful effects of the sun, sunscreen helps prevent skin cancer, which is increasing in incidence（发生率）faster than any other cancer in the United States. 
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But questions have been raised about sunscreen and whether it may have the opposite effect, perhaps by allowing people to remain exposed to the sun longer without burning. 
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The researchers said that among the problems with some earlier studies is that they often failed to take into account that those people most at risk for skin cancer—people with fair skin and freckles（雀斑）,for example—are more likely to use sunscreen. As a result, it may appear that sunscreen users get cancer more often. 
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The studies, which generally relied on volunteers to recall their sunscreen use, were also unable to prove how well the products had been applied, said the new study.

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Did you know that women’s brains are smaller than men’s? The average women’s brain weighs 10% less than men’s. Since research has shown that the bigger the brain, the cleverer the animal, men must be more intelligent（聪明的）than women. Right? Wrong. Men and women always score similarly on intelligence tests, despite the difference in brain size. Why? After years of study, researchers have concluded that it’s what’s inside that matters, not just the size of the brain. The brain is made up of “grey matter” and “white matter”. While men have more of the latter（后者）, the amount of “thinking ”brain is almost exactly the same in both sexes. 
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It has been suggested that smaller brain appears to work faster, perhaps because the two sides of the brain are better connected in women. This means that little girls tend to learn to speak earlier, and that women can understand sorts of information from different sources at the same time. When it comes to talking to the boss on the phone, cooking dinner and keeping an eye on the baby all at the same time, it’s women who come out on top every time. 
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There are other important differences between two sexes. As white matter is the key to spatial（空间的）tasks, men know better where things are in relation to other things. “A great footballer always knows where he is in relation to the other players, and he knows where to go,” says one researcher. That may explain one of life’s great mysteries: why men refuse to ask for directions … and women often need to!
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The differences begin when fetuses（胎儿）are about mine weeks old, which can be seen in the action of children as young as one. A boy would try to climb a barrier（障碍物）before him or push it down while a girl would attract help from others. These brain differences also explain the fact that more men take up jobs that require good spatial skills, while more women speech skills. It may all go back to our ancestors（祖先）,among whom women needed speech skills to take care of their babies and men needed spatial skills to hunt, according to one research. 
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If all this disappoints you, it shouldn’t.  “The brain changes throughout our lives according to what we do with it. ” says a biologist.

As we know, a growing outbreak of H1N1 flu has been sparked in many countries. An increasing number of cases are being reported every day.
It’s thought that H1N1 flu spreads in the same way that regular seasonal influenza 
viruses do, that is, spreading from person-to-person, mainly through the coughs and 
sneezes of people who are sick with the virus.
Faced with this severe disease, here are some everyday measures we should take to stay healthy. First, cover your nose and mouth with a tissue when you cough or sneeze. Wash your hands often with soap and water, especially after you cough or sneeze. Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth. Germs spread that way. If you get sick, stay home
